Most of our daily life in 
Mexico goes like this: 
MONTERREY, Mexico—A 
surge of drug violence in 
Mexico's business capital 
and richest city has 
prompted an outcry from 
business leaders who on 
Wednesday took out full-
page ads asking President 
Felipe Calderón to send in 
more soldiers to stem the 
violence.  
 

This is 4 miles from our 
home: Soldiers secure a 
crime scene where the 
body of the mayor of El 
Cercado, Santiago NL, a 
tourist town near Monterrey 
was found. 
The growing violence in 
Monterrey, long one of 
Mexico's most modern and 
safe cities, is a sign that the 
country's war against drug 
gangs is spreading ever 
further from poorer battle-
grounds along the border 
and into the country's 
wealthiest enclaves. began 

Saturday in Monterrey 
armed gangs set up 
more than a dozen road-
blocks on key boule-
vards of the city, paralyz-
ing traffic for hours. The 
next day, a grenade was 
lobbed at the offices of an 
important televis ion 
broadcaster. On Tuesday 
night, grenades were also 
hurled at several small 
businesses on the city's 
outskirts.

In just a few months, 
Monterrey has gone from 
seeming benevolence to 
extreme violence," U.S. 
Ambassador to Mexico, 
Carlos Pascual, said at a 
recent conference on 
drug trafficking in El 
Paso, Texas.
